Recently I learnt that nearly half the world's chocolate is made from cocoa grown in Cote D'Ivoire, in Africa. An estimated 12,000 children have been trafficked into cocoa farms in Cote D'Ivoire.  You are selling a product that I can no longer eat with a clean conscience.  When I buy chocolate I’m being forced to be an oppressor myself as I have no assurance that the chocolate I eat is 'traffik free'.

Can you assure me that your own brand of chocolate doesn’t use trafficked children within the supply chain?  I would like to call on your company to be transparent about the working conditions within your supply chain, and if necessary to make significant changes to your production process.

I’d also like you to publicly support the wonderful campaign STOP THE TRAFFIK.
