Dear Sir/ Madam, 

I was delighted to hear that the 4-fingered Kit Kat has gone fairtrade in the UK and Ireland.  However, I live in [insert your country] and would like to buy a fair trade Kit Kat.  Please can you tell me when this will be possible?  Also, I’d like you to tell me when all of your chocolate bars will be fair trade world wide?

I have recently learnt about children who are trafficked and forced to work on cocoa plantations in Cote d'Ivoire.  

Can you confirm or deny that Nestle source from these farms? Can you tell me exactly where your cocoa beans are harvested?   My assumption has to be that there's a very real chance that trafficked child labour is used to harvest some of the beans that make your chocolate.

As a chocolate consumer I need you to tell me that you are not buying beans from farms using trafficked child labour. 

I know you signed the 2001 Harkin-Engel Protocol and some small-scale projects were launched as a result. But these projects aren’t even close to meeting your promise to stop forced labour and trafficking in the harvesting of West African cocoa beans. Also, the 2005 deadline of the Protocol was missed and then postponed until July 2008.   This deadline was reached but only because the most meaningful parts of the Protocol were redefined or taken out altogether. 

When will you be able to show the consumer that you have fulfilled this promise? Again I congratulate you on your first step in this direction with the fair trade 4-fingered Kit Kat in the UK and Ireland.  It’s a first step, so can you tell me when I can buy one in my country?  And when the rest of your chocolate range, world wide will be traffik free?
