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problem becomes clear when the original commitment made under the Harkin-Engel 
Protocol is considered; 
 

BY JULY 2005, THE INDUSTRY IN PARTNERSHIP WITH OTHER MAJOR 
STAKEHOLDERS WILL DEVELOP AND IMPLEMENT CREDIBLE, 
MUTUALLY-ACCEPTABLE, VOLUNTARY, INDUSTRY WIDE STANDARDS 
OF PUBLIC CERTIFICATION, CONSISTENT WITH APPLICABLE FEDERAL 
LAW, THAT COCOA BEANS AND THEIR DERIVATIVE PRODUCTS HAVE 
BEEN GROWN AND/OR PROCESSED WITHOUT ANY OF THE WORST 
FORMS OF CHILD LABOUR.
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The industry has passed the deadline and has not come anywhere near meeting 
these standards. 

Unless industry can assure us that our chocolate is not made from beans picked 
by traffi cked children, then no real progress has been made. This should be the 
standard by which they are judged.
